STEM Talent

The School introduced the STEM
programme to the junior forms about
five years ago. Mr. Derek Pang Shing-
Wai, Vice-Principal and teacher in
Mathematics, and Mr. Faan Yun-Wing,
STEM Education Coordinator, shared
with us the development.

They initiated the programme after
observing  students'  outstanding
performance in various STEM-related
competitions. They started developing
the programme and later integrated it
into the regular school curriculum for
junior forms. The programme is an
integration of Science, Technology,
Engineering, and Mathematics. It aims
to cultivate students' interest in
information technology at an early age.
It is essential as it nurtures students to
meet an increasingly demanding field:
the global technology and innovation
sector. Students should apply theories
in everyday life, resolve complex
problems, and develop their
inventions.

for Future

Nowadays, a STEM room is available
for teaching and learning. Students of
Form 1 and Form 2 will have one
lesson each week in STEM. They learn
coding and electronic parts in Form 1.
Students must make tiny accessories
using a 3D printer and laser cut devices
in Form 2. They will demonstrate their
works in an exhibition in School at the
year's end. It serves as a platform for
junior form students to appreciate and
exchange learning experiences. From
teachers' perspectives, STEM
education is not just a programme, it is
an excellent opportunity for the
students to demonstrate their
potential.

The programme is currently not part of
Form 3 or the senior form curriculum.
The school provides opportunities for
students from other forms to learn
STEM related knowledge and skills
through various lunchtime and after-
school activities and competitions.

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April 29, 2023 is a special day, among which there are three "firsts," the first
meeting with alumni Alexander Cheung ‘03 (Registered Professional
Archaeologist, USA), the first time visiting historical sites with the student
interviewers’ team led by Alexander, In addition, this is also the first time I
visited Tung Lung Chau to see the historical sites.

Looking at the different shapes of rock
carvings in front of you, in addition to
admiring the ingenious quality of
nature, will also arouse people's
reverie: these rock carvings have
different shapes. Is there any evolution
law or causal relationship? Various
human behaviors in ancient and
modern times have multiple forms,
just like the rock carvings in front of
us. There may not be a set of
equations. More often, the cause and
effect of things have no logic at all.
Instead of spending a lifetime trying to
find the reason, it is better to let go to
live in the moment. As Shan Da
shared, if you act with the original
intention and do the right thing, things
will naturally be done well.

Taking a broad view of the world and
observing the changes in biological
species is the key to understanding
human sophistication and ancient and
modern wisdom. We must know that
history is the foundation of human
beings, and exploring and tracing the
origih is a starting point for
understanding the world and human
beings. Currently, different forms of
study tours and heritage tours reflect
excavation through personal
experience. This way makes it more
interesting to understand our past. In
climbing and doing physical labour, it
is a meaningful learning opportunity to
communicate with each other and
play a team spirit. Regardless of the
distance, I hope to travel with you
next time. I hope you all can
participate then.
