According to last year's KPM data, students showed weaknesses in both enjoyment of learning and learning
confidence. In response, this academic year, we implemented distinctive student assignments aimed at
moving beyond traditional assignments focused mainly on copying, answering questions, practicing
exercises, and homework. We introduced diverse formats such as voice performances, painting, dance, and
music as assessment methods. Through these types of assignments, we also aimed to strengthen national
education. The various subject groups actively participated, leading to a flourishing of distinctive student
assignments. The following is a report on the outcomes:

To provide students with a more diverse learning experience and enhance their motivation and interest, our
school has implemented distinctive student assignments this academic year. Each subject must design
distinctive student assignments for students in both the first and second semesters, with the first semester's
assignments specifically related to national security education. The aim is to offer students a broader learning
experience beyond traditional paper-and-pencil assignments.

During the teacher meetings on March 7, April 7, and June 2, 2025, each subject showcased students'
distinctive student assignments.

In the Chinese subject, students were asked to integrate the traits of "loyalty" and "wisdom" to
comprehensively understand the character of Zhuge Liang (Kongming) in the unit on borrowing arrows. They
also designed a postcard by extracting a scene from the text, allowing them to enhance their imagination and
effectively boost their interest in learning. Nearly 70% of students believed that distinctive student
assignments were more diversified than regular assignments, and over half felt it helped improve their
understanding of Zhuge Liang's character. Close to 70% agreed that these assignments enhanced their
understanding of the Chinese traits of "wisdom™ and "loyalty." Some students found distinctive student
assignments very engaging, making homework feel enjoyable and promoting motivation, allowing for a more
relaxed learning experience.

In the English subject, students designed menus to increase their vocabulary recognition, with the listed prices
reflecting real-life scenarios. This shows that distinctive student assignments can connect with students' daily
lives, making assignments more practical.

The Moral Civic Education group focused on festivals, designing illustrations in groups to embody the
Chinese cultural spirits of filial piety, reunion, and harmony through traditional Chinese festivals. The
assignment designs were meticulous and impressive.

For the Chinese Literature distinctive student assignments, recommended readings were paired with a task to
create promotional videos. Additionally, in the pre-Qin unit, students recreated ancient figures through
scriptwriting and drama with the theme "What if Qu Yuan Met Zhuangzi." Among the participants, 67%
agreed that distinctive student assignments enhanced their learning confidence, with 40% strongly agreeing.

In the Mathematics subject, traditional practice tests were replaced with poster designs, allowing students to
delve into Yang Hui's mathematical achievements while cultivating their ability to organize and visualize
information. Seventy-two percent of students felt that such activities deepened their understanding of
mathematics, indicating that this innovative learning model effectively boosts interest in the subject.
Furthermore, secondary three students designed posters to introduce the four centers of a triangle, gaining a
more intuitive understanding of the incenter, circumcenter, centroid, and orthocenter, while honing their
expression skills and making math learning more exploratory and creative.

These assignments are based on subject knowledge, allowing students to solidify their understanding through
diverse experiences, aligning with the "Seven Learning Objectives," particularly the "broad language
knowledge."” Additionally, scriptwriting and even drama performances, along with advertising design,
effectively enhance students' "language skills" and "general competencies." The Civic Education group,
through a deep understanding of Chinese culture, effectively enhances "national identity recognition.” With a
variety of content across subjects, distinctive student assignments truly flourish, becoming one of the
hallmarks of our teaching and learning approach.

From the questionnaire surveys completed by various subjects, it is evident that students generally agree that
distinctive student assignments provide them with a more diverse learning experience. Some students find
these assignments more interesting than traditional ones, and outstanding assignments are even printed as
posters or postcards, boosting students' confidence in learning. The average scores for "enjoyment of learning"
and "self-confidence" among our students are both 3.2 out of 5, which appears to be the same as last year.
Among the ten evaluation indicators in this area, these two ranked ninth and tenth, respectively. Simply
analyzing the data may not fully affirm the effectiveness of distinctive student assignments in enhancing
student learning.

This phenomenon is also supported by KPM data, which shows that students’ self-concept Q values in Chinese
and Mathematics are both below 100, indicating a lack of confidence. This has been a recurring issue for our
students. The multi-faceted learning experience program implemented this academic year aims to address the
excessive focus on academic performance among students by encouraging different subjects to design various
kinds of distinctive student assignments, allowing for a more diverse learning experience. From the surveys
conducted across subjects, students generally agree that distinctive student assignments help deepen and
broaden their learning, compared to traditional exam-oriented assignments that better enhance their learning
interest.

However, as band-one students, reflecting on personal learning effectiveness based solely on academic results
has become a habit. Changing this deeply rooted concept among students is not something that can be
accomplished overnight. While we hope students can continue to achieve the best results for further education,
we also have the responsibility to help them break free from the narrow focus on grades. It is essential for
students to develop a broader perspective and insights for holistic development. Therefore, diverse learning
experiences remain a direction for future development.

Although data from KPM and APASO indicate that learning confidence and enjoyment of learning are still
relatively weak (3.2 out of 5), the survey results across subjects remain optimistic. During the teacher sharing
meetings, teachers showcased various classes' distinctive student assignments, demonstrating students'
dedication and seriousness, which reflects their appreciation for these assignments.

Overall, the goal of leveraging distinctive student assignments through diverse learning experiences to unleash
student potential is clear and achievable. This relies on the collaborative planning of colleagues across
different subjects, focusing on students and designing suitable assignments to provide them with a more varied
learning experience. Some subject groups even conduct cross-disciplinary learning experiences; for example,
the Literature, History, and Ethics groups use cultural intersections as a platform, inviting professors from
Chinese University to compare cultural differences across different eras in "Hong Kong Cinema."
Additionally, the Mathematics and English departments have collaborated with the University of Hong Kong.
These experiences can serve as references for exploring the feasibility of cross-disciplinary distinctive student
assignments.

Certainly, there are still areas to pay attention to in implementing distinctive student assignments: some
students have expressed that these assignments, being non-mainstream, can seem "not practically useful.”
Therefore, it is recommended that the number of distinctive student assignments at each level should not be
excessive, and the requirements should not exceed what students can reasonably achieve. Currently, having
one assignment per semester is sufficient.

Based on the findings, the plan for the next academic year is as follows:

(1) Continuation of Distinctive student assignments:
Each subject will continue to implement distinctive student assignments and establish more platforms for
showcasing these assignments. This will allow peers to engage in mutual learning and support, drawing
insights from textbook knowledge. By using various forms of expression, students will strengthen their
understanding through the three aspects of "cognition," "affection," and "practice,” putting their learning
into practice.

(2) Encouragement of Cross-Disciplinary Distinctive student assignments:

Subjects are encouraged to trial cross-disciplinary distinctive student assignments aimed at enhancing
students' diverse learning experiences. By coordinating both inside and outside the classroom and
promoting a whole-school participation model, resources can be shared effectively. While cross-
disciplinary coordination will require time and may impact teaching progress or students’ learning
focuses, it could be beneficial to prioritize junior levels or start with simpler, more manageable topics.
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2. Peer Learning Platform f %% % & 2

In the previous cycle, the school implemented a peer learning platform aimed at enhancing students'
autonomous learning. The school organized a sharing platform for peer teachers, and various subjects
responded to the initiative by allowing higher-achieving students to serve as tutors in the classroom.
According to the peer teacher survey, 90% of students believed that peer teachersing effectively boosted
their learning confidence. However, since peer teachers were primarily a small group of higher-achieving
students, this did not enable all students to build their learning confidence. To address this, we optimized
the peer learning platform for this academic year, ensuring that students of varying abilities have
opportunities to contribute. After discussions in teacher meetings, we will promote a peer learning platform,
shifting the focus from individual peer teachers to interaction among peers. This initiative aims to become
a distinctive feature of our teaching approach. The following is a report on this initiative:

This academic year, all teachers were required to focus on peer learning in the classroom, showcasing
interactions among students. In the Chinese Literature subject, a workshop format simulating an author’s
experience was implemented, where the best pieces were selected and winning students presented as authors.
A Q&A session followed, allowing peers to engage with one another, thereby increasing interest in writing.
After class, some students reported to the teacher that reading articles written by their peers felt more relatable
and encouraged their own writing.

Survey results revealed that 87.5% of students appreciated their peers' dedication to lesson preparation, while
94% believed that the peer learning platform enhanced their motivation. Additionally, 87.5% felt that the
platform strengthened the classroom learning atmosphere, with over half (62.5%) expressing strong
agreement.

In practical writing lessons, students acted as peer teachers to explain how to use information to complete
tasks. During this process, students were focused and eager to respond, fostering interaction among peers.
Teachers also posed timely questions to guide students' thinking and provide immediate feedback, which
helped students engage more deeply and develop their organizational and expressive skills. According to the
survey, 92.8% of students appreciated their peers’ thorough preparation, and 85.7% believed that the peer
learning platform boosted their motivation. Furthermore, 89.2% felt that the platform enhanced the classroom
learning atmosphere. Comments from students included: “It encourages me to think actively,” “It increases
classmates' attention and participation, making the classroom atmosphere more lively,” and “It helps us
understand each other's approaches to answering questions,” highlighting that peer interactions effectively
enhance student motivation and learning outcomes.

Among the various data collected, we found that the peer learning platform successfully fosters values of
appreciation and respect among students. A survey question asked if students valued their peers' commitment
to preparation, with over 90% agreeing. In a math survey, secondary three students noted that their peers
posed thought-provoking questions that effectively stimulated their thinking. This aligns with the seven
learning objectives emphasizing the development of students' "breadth of knowledge,” "language
proficiency,” and "generic skills."

Reflecting on the implementation of the peer learning platform over the past year, we have achieved certain
successes, but not all subjects were immediately successful.

During teacher sharing meetings, the Chemistry Department head discussed how to learn from failures and
adjust the program to ultimately achieve positive results. Last semester, the Chemistry Department introduced
peer learning for secondary six students, asking them to present relevant green industry technologies and
explain why these chemical technologies are more environmentally friendly using twelve principles of green
chemistry. The aim was to expand students' extracurricular knowledge of chemistry. However, survey results
indicated that only about 50% of students believed the peer learning tasks promoted learning, and less than
70% felt the presentations enhanced the classroom atmosphere. Interviews revealed that students found it
difficult to assess the accuracy of their peers' information, as they did not have enough understanding of the
relevant knowledge themselves.

In light of this feedback, the teacher reflected on past experiences with the "peer teacher" model and decided
to incorporate teacher guidance to help students gain the confidence needed for their presentations.
Additionally, students were asked to record experimental videos before sharing scientific principles and their
experiences during the experiments. This verification process helped enhance learning effectiveness. As a
result, the teacher restructured the peer learning platform in the following semester, leading to approximately
80% of students believing the peer learning tasks promoted learning, a 30% increase compared to the
secondary six students. Furthermore, 87% of students thought the presentations enhanced the classroom
atmosphere, which was about 15-20% higher than the previous group.

This experience demonstrates that while implementing such programs, we face various challenges. It is
essential for teachers to oversee the process, making adjustments based on failures and reflections to optimize
plans for student-centered outcomes.

From these reflections and classroom observations, it is clear that peer interaction relies heavily on the
groundwork laid by teachers before and after classes. By posing higher-order questions in class, teachers can
better guide students toward advanced thinking. This suggests a need for further research into enhancing high-
order teaching effectiveness. Since students, acting as peer teachers, lack teaching experience, the topics set
by teachers are often quite basic. If teachers could build on the peer teachers' capabilities by introducing
higher-order thinking questions, allowing peers to respond to each other, this would further elevate learning
levels and create a more effective learning environment.

To summarize the experiences gained, the peer learning platform will undergo the following adjustments:

Under the concept of the "Peer Learning Platform," which emphasizes mutual learning among students,
teachers will design higher-order questions to facilitate student interactions and enhance learning levels.
Therefore, it is recommended that the next academic year implement a "peer learnig platforms incorporating
higher-order thinking questions™ that encourages teachers to pose higher-order questions, thereby activating
the learning atmosphere and improving overall learning outcomes.

This academic year, the focus was on promoting reading throughout the school. In addition to regular morning
reading sessions on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays, reading reports in both semesters, and hosting
book fairs and talks, we introduced a "Reading Ambassador" program to promote reading monthly. Various
subject groups contributed by creating book recommendation videos, which were played during afternoon
class teacher sessions on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.

To encourage more student participation in school reading, all students were invited to vote for their favorite
book recommendation videos, which received a lively response. The regular reading reports were also
showcased on book fair day, with students invited to vote for outstanding reports. The enthusiastic reactions
from students, along with their admiration for the exceptional reading reports, contributed to a vibrant reading
atmosphere across the school. The librarian also arranged for award-winning students from the best book
recommendation videos and outstanding reading reports in both junior and senior levels to receive recognition
on stage, further motivating others to actively engage in school reading activities.

The purpose of reading is to broaden students' perspectives and enhance their learning abilities, aligning with
the learning objective of "breadth of knowledge." The school encourages students to share their reading
experiences, create book recommendation videos, and write reading reports, all of which support the
objectives of "language proficiency"” and “generic skills." Additionally, the library collaborated with cultural
ambassadors to purchase books for a book fair, effectively elevating students' sense of "national and global
identity." Each subject also promoted reading relevant to their curriculum, allowing students to gain "breadth
of knowledge" and explore different fields, which is beneficial for their "life planning."

According to the APASO Il data on reading projects, the reading enjoyment score was 111 (76.8%), and the
score for employing good reading strategies was 116 (87.5%), indicating that the school has made progress
in fostering a reading atmosphere. However, the score for leisure reading was 101 (52.7%), a decline from
last year's 104 (60.5%), which requires attention. While a score over 100 suggests the reading environment is
still above average compared to the entire region, the designated reading materials provided by the school—
especially for morning reading in both Chinese and English—may have contributed to students feeling
constrained in their leisure reading choices.

Furthermore, data from different grade levels indicated that leisure reading time scores for second and
secondary five students were 91 and 92, respectively, which are noticeably lower than other grades. However,
in self-administered questionnaires regarding reading enjoyment and strategy, secondary two students scored
106 and 116, while secondary five students scored 113 and 116. This data shows that students still enjoy
reading, but the lower scores for leisure reading time reflect that the school has room for improvement in
promoting leisure reading opportunities for students.

The data indicates that our school has made initial progress in fostering a reading culture, with scores for
reading enjoyment (Q score of 111, 76.8%) and strategic reading (Q score of 116, 87.5%) significantly
exceeding the regional average. This reflects the effectiveness of our school-based reading programs, such as
the morning reading initiative, in enhancing students' interest and abilities in reading. The designated Chinese
and English reading materials for morning sessions, tailored to subject characteristics, provide a clear reading
pathway that aids students in improving their reading strategies.

However, a current issue is the limited opportunities for leisure reading. The prescribed texts may restrict
students' autonomy in selecting readings, diminishing the interest-driven reading experience. Students may
perceive reading as an academic obligation rather than a personal leisure activity. Furthermore, reading
activities have not sufficiently prioritized "reading enjoyment" as a core objective, leading to a lack of
emphasis on leisure reading. Thus, finding a balance between "designated” and "autonomous" reading
opportunities is a direction to consider for the next steps.

Additionally, while the library has established reading ambassadors to promote various reading initiatives, the
role of these ambassadors needs further clarification to enhance their credibility. This academic year, cultural
ambassadors visited bookstores under teacher supervision, experiencing the "I choose my books" philosophy,
which indeed boosted their interest in reading. For the next academic year, we could incorporate teacher-
recommended reading lists and allow teachers to share their reading experiences. Leveraging teachers'
insights and experiences can further improve the quality of reading, and these could be included as
developmental directions moving forward.

These changes often come with academic pressures and challenges in relationships with peers and
parents. n the past, we have observed that some students exhibited negative emotional states, necessitating
professional support and counseling. Data from APASO also indicated that there is room for improvement
in our students' healthy lifestyle choices. We understand that a healthy body, disciplined living habits, and
resilience are crucial for students to navigate the challenges of growth, making these aspects vital
components of our support system. In the upcoming three-year plan, the school will promote a healthy
lifestyle through six health-related topics: (1) Health Education, (2) Healthy Eating, (3) Physical Activity,
(4) Aesthetic Activities, (5) Emotional Health and Well-being, and (6) Environmental Sustainability. The
report summarizing these initiatives is as follows:

Our school has established eight major groups to provide comprehensive support for student growth. At the
beginning of the semester, the Health Education Committee formulated a “Whole School Approach Health
Policy” for all students. In addition to regular government health checks and vaccinations, the committee
emphasizes promoting healthy lifestyles among students. For example, health education promotional videos
are shown during morning assemblies, covering topics such as healthy eating and maintaining a balanced
routine.

In the "Goal Setting - Healthy Life Handbook," we have included sections on "setting physical fitness goals,"
"calculating BMI," and "definitions of obesity" to help students pay attention to their personal health. The
Physical Education Department not only organizes various types of fitness training and activities but also
hosts inter-class shuttlecock kicking events during major celebrations, such as the Chinese Culture Day, to
raise awareness about physical training and encourage students to engage in active activities beyond
academics.

The Counseling Department organized a Bouncy Challenge on October 10 in collaboration with an external
organization, featuring a large slide placed on the playground for students of all grades to participate in an
orderly manner. This event brought joy to the entire school, especially as secondary six students invited
teachers to join in, allowing everyone to temporarily set aside academic pressures and create wonderful
memories together.
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This year, the Religious Studies Department collaborated with an external organization to invite the Ling Wan
Monastery’s "Seedling Program,” focusing on tea as a theme. This initiative integrates Chinese culture and
Buddhist concepts, enhancing students' understanding of the traditional Chinese culture of tea. On the
promotion day, November 30, students served tea to visiting guests, culminating in a special event on January

19, where students served tea to their parents, embodying the spirit of filial piety.

The Board of Discipline organizes an annual skipping activity aimed at fostering a sense of "unity" through
inter-class competitions, which has consistently shown positive results. Additionally, dragon and lion dance
training provides a platform for students with special needs to showcase their talents. Observations indicate
that some students who previously struggled academically and lacked motivation actively participated in these
activities. Teachers used these events to establish communication channels with at-risk students, reducing
negative feelings toward school and successfully providing a safety net for marginalized students.

The Parent-Teacher Association emphasizes home-school collaboration, building strong communication
channels with parents and focusing on fostering positive relationships between parents and their children.
This academic year, the PTA, in conjunction with the Counseling Department, held the "I Want to Tell You"
1.0 event, where students anonymously wrote down their thoughts. On March 1, the day report cards were
distributed, these thoughts were displayed publicly, inviting parents to respond. This activity allowed parents
to understand the perspectives of young people and show care for them. Some students, who had long felt
unrecognized by their families, found encouragement when an elder responded as a parent.

In June, we hosted the "I Want to Tell You" 2.0 event, inviting all school staff and students to respond,
encouraging mutual support and fostering values of "kindness" and "empathy." The Civic Education
Committee organized a special event called "Flying for Dreams" for secondary six students, encouraging them
to believe in themselves and their futures. During the morning assembly on February 28, the principal
motivated the secondary six students, emphasizing the importance of "perseverance," "respect for others,"
"responsibility,” "national identity," and "spirit of accountability.” The entire school witnessed secondary six
students throwing paper airplanes into the sky, alongside colorful balloons, symbolizing that every student is
unique and that each dream holds precious value.

Overall, these activities focus on the well-being of every student, providing a safe and healthy campus
environment to counteract negative societal values.

According to this year's APASO Ill (KPM 17) data on emotional health, the scores for positive emotions,
absence of negative emotions, and absence of anxiety and depression symptoms were 100, 104, and 94,
respectively, reflecting increases of 9, 14, and 8 points. This indicates a significant improvement in students'
emotional health, likely linked to the strengthened mental health education and caring activities implemented
by the school. However, in the APASO 11 self-selected subscale regarding self-concept (emotional stability),
the score decreased by 2 points, suggesting a slight regression in students' emotional stability. This may
indicate that students still lack coping skills when facing pressure.

Of particular concern are the APASO I11 items related to physical health, such as physical training, where the
score rose from 85 to 89, showing some improvement in students' physical activity, but still indicating a
relatively low level. Additionally, students' self-assessment of their physical health yielded a score of 85, the
lowest among our self-administered questionnaire items, with 9.1% of students reporting that their health
status was poor. This may be attributed to students' dietary habits, irregular routines, or insufficient exercise.

During the teacher meeting on June 2, a review of the aforementioned activities was conducted. All teachers
acknowledged the efforts made by various departments and agreed that the school should continue to focus
on "health" as a direction for supporting student growth.

In the post-activity reports from each department, it was evident that students found the activities related to
healthy lifestyles engaging and beneficial, helping them make informed decisions about their own lifestyles.
Through the promotion of healthy eating activities, students became aware of different types of food and
understood the importance of increasing their intake of nutritious foods. Overall, students expressed
satisfaction with the activities provided in health education, healthy eating, physical activities, aesthetic
activities, emotional health and well-being, and environmental sustainability.

However, it is important to note that the APASO data indicates there is still room for improvement in students’
physical health and emotional support. After discussions, the teachers unanimously agreed to narrow the focus
of this year's health lifestyle initiatives to the following two areas: "Physical Activity" and "Emotional Health
and Well-being."

In summary, for the upcoming academlc year, we will continue to prioritize "promoting a healthy lifestyle"
as our main focus, concentrating specifically on enhancing "Physical Activity" and "Emotional Health and
Well-being."

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Annual Report on Healthy School Programme 2024-2025

(The first year of the three-year project)

The Healthy School Programme is a preventive programme launched by the Government to promote anti-drug culture in schools. Schools are
encouraged to partner with non-governmental organisations (NGOSs) to organise various types of anti-drug activities and complementary preventive
programmes to suit the different needs of students as part of the healthy school policy. Our school successfully applied for this program in the year
2019 to 2020, 2020-2021 and 2021 to 2024. To provide better care for our students, our school applied for a three-year funding for the same project
from 2024 to 2027. Our partner is Hong Kong Children and Youth Services (&% /DAL E). The Healthy School Programme is a school-
based programme comprising diversified anti-drug programmes and a drug testing component. It includes programmes covering educational,
counselling, supportive and drug testing aspects. 2024-25 was the first year of the program.
